ORDER ON SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT 

The official records of the Alcoholic Beverage Control Board (Board) reflect that 
TeemNow, LLC, t/a Exiles (Licensee), and ANC 2B entered into a Settlement Agreement 
(Agreement), dated August 8, 2022, in accordance with D.C. Official Code§ 25-446 (2001). 

The Agreement has been reduced to writing and has been properly executed and filed 
with the Board. The Licensee and ANC 2B, are signatories to the Agreement. The Licensee and 
Chairperson Meg Roggensack, on behalf of ANC 2B, are signatories to the Agreement. 
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Accordingly, it is this 31st day of August 2022, ORDERED that: 

1. The above-referenced Settlement Agreement submitted by the parties to govern the 
operations of the Licensee's establishment is APPROVED and INCORPORATED 
as part of this Order, except for the following modifications: 

Section 2 (Nature of the Business) - The second and third sentences shall be 
modified to read as follows: "Any change from this model shall be considered by 
both Parties to be a substantial change in operation of great concern to residents and 
the parties request that the ABC Board deems a departure from this model a 
substantial change." 

Section 10 (Security and Safety) - The second paragraph shall be modified to read 
as follows: "Should the Establishment's operation require a formal security plan 
or use of a reimbursable police detail, it shall be considered by both Parties to be a 
substantial change in operation of great concern to residents and the parties request 
that the ABC Board deem such a change a substantial change." 

The parties have agreed to these modifications.

Beverage Regulation Administration, 2000 14th Street, N.W., Suite 400S, Washington, DC 20009. 

Also, pursuant to section II of the District of Columbia Administrative Procedure Act, Pub. L. 90-
614, 82 Stat. 1209, D.C. Official Code §2-510 (2001), and Rule 15 of the District of Columbia 
Court of Appeals, any party adversely affected has the right to appeal this Order by filing a petition 
for review, within thil ty (30) days of the date of service of this Order, with the District of 
Columbia Coult of Appeals, 430 E Street,N.W., Washington, D.C. 20001; (202/879- 1010). 
However, the timely filing of a Motion for Reconsideration pursuant to 23 DCMR 
§ 1719 .1 (2008) stays the time for filing a petition for review in the District of Columbia Court of 
Appeals until the Board rules on the motion.

WJTNESSETH 

WHEREAS, the Estoblishment holds o License Class C, License Number 102051, for TcemNoYi 
LLC ( "Exile.~ Bnr"), a business establishment ("E~tablishmcnt") located ot l 6 l 0 U Street NW, 
Washington, D.C. ("Premises"): 

WHEREAS, the Parties ha\;c agreed lo enter into this Agremncnt and request that the Alcoholic 
Beverage Control Board (" ABC Board") approve tlw Est11bliMhmcnt's liccn~c application for 
Substantial Change to pcm1it II rear summer garden with 28 sculs, conditioned upon the 
Applicant's compliance with the tcm1s of this wrillcn Agreement·, and 

\VHEREAS, the Portics arc desirous of entering into u Selllcmcnt Agreement pursuant lo D.C. 
Official Code § 25-446 for the opcrntion und m11inlenancc of the Estahlishmcnl in such a manner 
as to minimize the effect on pence, order, and quiet, 1md to climinntc the need for u Protest 
regurding the license O)l)llic11linn, 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the recitals set forth above and the mutWJ] covenonls 
and conditions set forth below, the Parties agree as follows: 

l. Recitals Incorporated. The recitals set forth above ere incorporated herein b)· reference. 

2. Na1ure of 1l1c Busi'ncss. The Applicant shull opera le and manoge a _Re1.11iler Class C 
Ta\'em pursuant to rcsulotions and conditions spccilicd he-rein. Seeking pcnnission to 
ahcr upcrni ion or rc,·isc lhi$ /\grcom11nt shnll e,msututc o Substa,ntiol Chnni;~ nnd of great 
concern to rcs1dcn1s. u.bst.antial Change shnll rcqturc review by the p,lfl ics. public 
comment. " te of support from the Parties, ond opproval by the ABC Board. 

3. General Ternu . 

The Eslablishment shall hove an ABRA-certified mru11111-cr on its premises al all 
times during operating hours, including for private events. 

The Establishment shall not perm.it any person who hos not completed ABRA­
recognized alcohol 11warencss or 11lcohol sotety lrnining to serve alcohol. 

The Esto.bl ishmenl sholl provide fooJ service during its opcrnting hours; wiU, lute­
night food options availublc until one-half(½) hour before closing. Estoblishment 
shu ll bc free Ill decide mtnus and offerings. 

The Establishment shall not be allowed lo parlicipulc in AnRA-pem,ilted Pub 
Crawls.

All JJlllI'Ons shnll exit Ute Premises by the closing time. 

The Establishment shall be pennilled lo extend its interior serving hours until 4:00 AM, 
and inside entertainment hours until 3:00 AM, New Year 's Eve into New YC11r's Day. 

Unless othemise required or restricted by ABRA regulation or law enoctcd by the 
District or Columbia, the Establishment shall be permilled to modify its hours of 
opernlion, service. or indoor enter1oinmcnl, for individual special occusions such as 
lnnugurntion Doy or sport ing events, wilhoul lhc need to submit 11 One Doy Substnntial 
Change Application. 

5. Summer Garden. The Estublishmcnl, with npprnpnal<? current endor~emern, shnll be 
pem1illed lo opcrnle 11 renr enclosed summer g11rden with seutinl', for 28 pnLrons, within 
U1e existing outdoor seating area's footprint and with the same hours of operation and 
sales as outlined in paragrnph 4. 

Amplified music and 1clcvisions, only, but nol live cnlcrlllinmcnl, shall be allowed in the 
summer garden pursunnr to noise abatemcnr requirements outlined in porng.rnph 7. 

The Eslllblishment shall check at least once per hour to ensure cleanliness. 

6 . Parking/Valet A"angenumrs. The Estnblishmcnl ond nny party or event utilizing the 
Premise$, shnll no1 offer or riroviJc valet parki ng service. 

7. Noise and Privacy. The L:swbhshmcnt shnll 11 1. 111! limes comply with D.C. Officio) 
Code § 25-725 nnd 1.nkc 11 11 ncccssnry act ions, including structural remedies nnd 
in ulaLion/soundproofi.ng to ensure Ulnt music, noise nnd vibra tion from lhc 
Es111 bhshmenl arc not oudihle or c.li sccmnblc within udjoccnl or ncorby residcn11 ul 
properties. 

The Establisbmcnl sbsll keep its doors end windows closed when music or Lelcvis1on 
broadcasts are being played et the establishment. The EsLoblishrnent shull tnkc 
reasonable measures to mioimize noise emanating from the opening of premises 
doors. 

The Es111blishmerlt shnll require it8 purveyor~ und suppliers mokc de liveries only 
bet ween lhl! hours ol'7 0◊ /\M and 6:00PM Mondi.Ip through FriJ uys; 7:00 AM 
und 5:00 PM Su lurd.uys: and 10:00 /\.M 1111d 5:00 PM on SunJnys. 

8. P11b/ic Spacl! und Trush . The Eswblishmcnl shull keep thi: 8idcwulk surro11ndi11g 
ii property (up to und including the eurh), lri:c lx>Xles), curh, ndjoi ning ulloy or 
drivewuy cnttunci:s clcuu IHld free of lillcr, holllc~. nnd other uchris in co111pli11ncc 
w ith D.C Code and Municipn l Rcgul:i1 im1s. 

The Eslllblishmenl shllll hllvc Ulc arco around the Premises properly clc1mcd ond 
washed 11s needed, with special allenlion Lo orcus where trnsh und recycling is 
stored. 

All rcfusc ~holl hc plue1:J in suffio1c111ly Jurubh: unJ securely c losed plnslic 
gurhlcl!,c hus~ hcf<>rc plucin~ 11110 u 1rnsh conlllincr or dump~lcr. lkcycling musl be 
clt:1111 11 ml plnccd in 11pproprl111c i:ollcc1io11 i;on111 irwr.

The Establishment shall employ only companies licensed to operate in the District 
of Columbia. for collection of trash and recyclables. Pickups shall not occur before 
7:00 AM on weekdays; before 9:00 AM on weekends or holidays; and not after 
5:00 PM on any day. 

Except where there is II communal arrangement for trash and recycling slomge, no 
trnsh receptacles or storage shall encroach or be placed upon neighboring 
property. 

Establishment shall be responsible for timely snow and ice removal from its 
sidewalk area and take proper precautions to prevent ice accumulation, in 
accordance with District of Columbia law. 

9. Rats and Vermin Control. The Applicant shall maintain a professional rat and vermin 
control contract for its properly, and provide proof of current contra cl upon request. 

In addition to the trash mam1gement requirements of this Agreement, the Establishment shall 
employ reasonable imd common sense measures lo lessen the uppca I of the Premises nnd 
public space to rodents and other vermin. 

10. Security and Safety. Establishment shall take all neceNsluy measures to ensure its 
operation does not udversely affect the pcoce, order, quiet, and safety of its neighbors or 
the surrounding neighborhood. 

Should the Establishment's operation require !I formal ~ecurity plan or use of a 
reimbursallle police detail, it shall constitute a Substantial Change e.s defined in Section 2 
of this Agreement. 

11. License Ownership and Compliance with ABRA Regulations. The Establishment shall 
abide by all Alcoholic Beverage Regulations Admini.~tration (ABRA) regulations 
regarding ownership of the license, recordkeeping, and all other provisions applicable lo 
liquor licensees. 

The Establishment agrees that any Party to this Agreement shall have standing to ask the 
ABC Board to review compliance with, or request enforcement action for any violations 
of, the Agreement. 

12. Notice and Opportunity lo Cure. ln the event that any of the parties is in breach of this 
Agreement, it shall be entitled to reasonable notice and opportunity to cure, os o condition 
precedent to seeking enforcement of the Agreement. 

Unless a breach is of an emergency nature; or is a repetition of a prior breach, reasonable 
notice and opportunity shall provide for a cure within 30 days of the date of such notice. 

If the Establishment or the licensee fails to cure within the '..'10-day period (or, with re~pect 
to a breach which reasonably requires more thm 30-days to cure, foils to commence cure 
of such breach and diligently pursues such cure) failure shall constitute a cause for 
seeking a Show Cause Order from the ABC Board pursuant lo D.C. Otlicial Code § 25-
447. 

Unless otherwise noted above, any notices required lo be made under this Agreement 
shall be in writing and may be delivered by email; muiled via certified moil, return receipt 
requested; or hand-delivered, to the other parties to U1is Agreement ul the foll\m'i.ng ' 
addresses. No1ice shall be deemed given as of the time of receipt or relusnl of receipt.
